5. Please make sure all work is double-spaced Arial Font 12.

6. Please hand in your project ahead of time to avoid late penalties or a zero grading (you may hand it in personally to the instructor BEFORE the start of class or to Tiffany at the MBA Office (so that it is dated and time stamped) One minute late is a day late.

7. Please attach the MBA PROGRAM ASSIGNMENT ASSESSMENT FORM project grading sheet with every project submitted (these may be obtained from Tiffany in the MBA Office).

8. Follow an approach that allows you to put deep thought into your project and demonstrate your understanding of the key concepts in the course. This exercise is to evaluate your research and citation skills as well as your thoroughness of thought and approach.
